Appreciating the challenges most of our African countries experience accessing internet ( only a few East
Africans have signed up to date!: http://www.sealthedeal2009.org/the-climate-
petition?view=petition&country=151&from_month=All&to_month=All), the UN has asked UCSD through the Pan
African Climate Justice Alliance (PACJA) to facilitate sign up on the printed out petition forms in Uganda, that
will be sent back to the UN for entry into the online system.
